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The “Main Line”

Since Lower Merion Township was officially founded
in 1713, the area’s rolling green hills, flowing rivers,
and open meadows proved an irresistible magnet
to wealthy city dwellers looking to escape the city
by building great country estates. In 1832,

the Columbia Railroad opened the area’s first

rail line, which made Center City Philadelphia a
manageable daily commute. The railroad brought
many new residents to the area and with them
came businesses, shops, and schools. The railroad
also brought a name to the area along its path.
The term “Main Line,” which refers to the main rail
line linking Philadelphia with Harrisburg and points
west, became an established means of referring

to the affluent and quickly growing suburban area
around the rail stops. A focus on lavish real estate,
education, and a civilized way of living continues to

personify the Main Line today.

A “Select Trading Area”

In the mid 1920s, the Suburban Company of
Pennsylvania purchased a 6 acre tract of land
(which eventually grew to encompass 19 acres)
adjacent o the Main Line’s Ardmore Rail Station.
The Company’s goal was to create a “select trading
area....with pleasant surroundings and plenty of
room for all kinds of business....”* The establishment of
this “select frading area” marked the birth of one of
America’s first lifestyle centers — Suburban Square.
